Cost: $1.9 million. Completion: Spring 2019.

Segments 2 and 3 of the I-5 North Coast Corridor Project. 
Extend HOV lanes from Birmingham Drive to Palomar Airport 
Road, construct sound walls, and bike/pedestrian improvements.
Cost: $224 million. Completion: Summer 2021. 
 
Segment 1-Phase One of the I-5 North Coast Corridor Project. 
Extend HOV lane from Lomas Santa Fe Drive to Birmingham 
Avenue, replace and lengthen the San Elijo lagoon highway 
and rail bridges, and construct bike/pedestrian improvements.
